Poster Presentations are designed to allow health unit coordinators to share their recent innovations, advances, and discoveries related to their profession. Posters may address any area of health unit coordinating such as transcription of physician orders, coordination of the health unit, equipment/technical procedures, and professional development. NAHUC is particularly interested in posters that share innovative responses to challenges and opportunities faced by health unit coordinators in their diverse work roles and settings. Posters are for educational purposes only and must not promote any

products or services. Posters authors do not have to be NAHUC members, but they must register for the annual education conference. 
Authors whose abstracts are accepted will be responsible for developing and staffing a poster presentation on the accepted topic at NAHUC’s 2012 Annual Conference to be held August 29-September 1, 2012 in Cleveland, OH.

 
Who May Participate
All individuals involved in health unit coordinating are invited to submit abstracts describing their posters. Please note the following: 

· Posters will be displayed during the welcome reception and poster session at the annual education conference the evening of August 29, 2012.
· At least one poster author is expected to attend the annual education conference and pay applicable registration fee. 

· NAHUC will not pay the expenses of poster presenters or the expenses of creating the posters or handouts. 

· The total size of your poster may not exceed the 4' high by 3.5' wide poster board size. 

· The poster author must be present at the poster during the poster session on Wednesday evening. 
· Electronic versions of all electronically submitted posters may be posted on NAHUC’s website after the meeting.

The 2012 Conference will focus on innovation in health unit coordinating practice. All submissions will be considered for their potential contribution to the field. Because of space limitations, not all posters may be accepted. 

Guidelines for Poster Session Abstracts 
Abstract Cover Sheet and Submission Agreement follows on last page of this document.
1. All abstracts should be typed and be no longer than 300 words.

2. Abstracts must be submitted by email attachment in Microsoft Word.
3. Abstracts can be about innovations, advances, and discoveries and all abstracts should fall within one of the following categories: transcription of physician orders, coordination of the health unit, equipment/technical procedures, and professional development, and include:

-Title

-Purpose

-Specific Aims

-Methods

-Results

-Conclusions and Implications for advancing the field of knowledge related to health unit coordinating

4. All abstracts for poster presentations must be sent electronically to the NAHUC office no later than May 1, 2012.

5. Poster presenters will be notified of the decision of the Review Committee and must confirm their participation by June 1, 2012.

6. Poster presenters are expected to register for the NAHUC conference and be present at their poster display during the poster session on Wednesday, August 29.

7. By submitting an abstract to the Review Committee for acceptance, the poster presenter agrees that it may be published in NAHUC publications.

Guidelines for Preparing the Poster
· The total size of your poster may not exceed the 4' high by 3.5' wide poster board size. The poster may be mounted on rigid material or un-mounted sheets that can be pinned directly to the poster board.

· The poster header should include the title of the presentation, the authors and their institutional affiliation. 

· The exact title of the poster should be centered at the top of the abstract page in boldface up to 15 pt. maximum size. 

· Keep text and figure legends short, but do not omit them. 

· Charts, drawings and illustrations should be similar to those you would use in making slides. Try to keep everything as simple as possible. Captions should be brief; labels few but clear. Simple use of color can add emphasis effectively. 

· Your poster should be self-explanatory. The viewer should be able to follow the main theme easily. 

· Do not write or paint on the poster board. 

· Accompanying handouts are permissible, but handouts are the responsibility of the presenter. 

Information to Include

The poster display should include a statement of the problem, objectives of the research or project, the methodology used to solve the problem or implement the program, the major findings or outcomes and their significance, and conclusions. There should be a logical sequence to your display: :introduction, development, and conclusion. A heading should be prepared for your presentation. The heading should include the title of the poster session and all authors’ names and institutional affiliations. Your poster session abstract should appear in the top left-hand corner of the board. Please follow the headings listed to provide consistency in poster presentations: Title, Purpose, Specific Aims, Methods, Results, Conclusions, and Implications for advancing the field of knowledge related to health unit coordinating. Your poster must be free of any commercial bias. If your research/project was funded, you may list supporters at the bottom of the poster. NAHUC is not responsible for any loss or damage to the poster.

Guidelines for the Poster Exhibition
Display Date of Poster: August 29, 2012 from 1830-2100.

One of the authors, or a member of their organization, should be present at the poster throughout the session to discuss the poster with participants and to answer any questions they may have. 

All posters not removed before the end of conference will be discarded.


Space available: Posters will be displayed by laying flat on tables.

NO A/V services will be provided. NO electricity will be provided. NO computer/

Internet hookup will be provided. NO sound may be used in your poster display;

it is only a printed/illustrated poster display. NAHUC will not be responsible for any shipping, shipping charges or receiving charges at the hotel. If you ship the poster, please ship to the hotel in your name.

Handouts: If you would like to distribute handouts, they are your responsibility to

prepare and distribute.
